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Abstract. This document provides the guidelines for the paper manuscripts that will be published on the proceedings of the “XVI Congreso Iberoamericano de Iluminación – LUXAMÉRICA 2022”.
The abstract should be no longer than 200 words including spaces.
Keywords: Include from three to five words that identify the topic, separated by commas.

I. INTRODUCTION
This document is intended to serve as an example template for the presentation of the final paper. A possible presentation of the paper can be developed from the following sections: Introduction, Methodology, Results, Discussion, Conclusions, Acknowledgements and Bibliography. Authors are free to add or remove sections as they deem necessary.
The maximum length of the paper should be eight (8) pages, A4 size (210 x 297 mm).
The paper may be written in Spanish, Portuguese or English.
II. INSTRUCTIONS
A. Worksheet
As mentioned above, the size of the page should be A4. Before editing the document, check the correct page size selection. Page margins should be as follows, top: 2 cm, bottom: 2 cm, right: 2 cm and left: 2.5 cm.
B. Format
The submitted format must be used without altering any of the specifications.
Typeface: Arial, size:10; line and paragraph spacing: 1.0. 
III. RECOMMENDATIONS
It is suggested that the following items be taken into account when testing for grammatical errors:
A. Abbreviations and acronyms
Abbreviations and acronyms should be defined the first time they are used in the text, even if they are already defined in the abstract.
B. Equations
The author should decide whether to use Arial or symbol font. To create equations, preferably use the equation editor provided by the text editor program, or you can insert it in the body of the text as a graphic.
Equations should be numbered consecutively, with Arabic numbers enclosed in brackets. Furthermore, they should be centred in the column width, with their number at the right end of the line, as follows:

                              
Below the equation, there must be a paragraph with the description or definition of each of the terms of that statement. For example, using the previous equation: “ where λ is the wavelength, v the speed of propagation and f the frequency of the wave.”
C. Figures and tables
The following are examples of the format that figures and tables should follow:
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Figura 1 Identification and description of figures. Use A) “the figure at (position), shows…”, B)”…”, etc. if there is a group of figures as a set of images.

It is recommended to use a "text box" or a “simple table” to insert graphics and images, preferably in TIFF or EPS format and with a resolution of 300 dpi. This method is more "stable" than inserting a figure directly.
In order not to display the frame of the box, use the drop-down menu "Format", select "text box" and choose the option "no lines".

IV. DISCUSSION AND/OR CONCLUSSIONS
Discussion and/or Conclussions should summarise the most important objectives and results obtained on your work.
V. ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS
This section would be used to express thanks to persons and/or institutions that contributed to the work.
VI. CITATIONS AND REFERENCES
For citations and references, use APA guidelines. Cite in-text references using the format "Surname, Year", with multiple in-text citations in chronological order (Author 1, 1988; Author 2, 1995, 2005). Use the first author's last name and "et al." for in-text citation for papers with three or more authors, and cite in chronological order by senior author (e.g., if Taylor, Smith and Jones, 2008, and Taylor, Smith and Jones, 2012, were cited simultaneously, this should be cited as Jones et al. 2008, 2012). For multiple papers by an author in the same year, cite as "a", "b", etc. (e.g., Author 3, 2016a, 2016b), and the first article cited in the text is indicated as "a". All references cited in the text should be listed in the References section. Papers that are not cited should not be included. References are presented in alphabetical order by all authors and chronologically for references with identical author lines. An example of the citation format required for the section are shown below. Use these exact formats when preparing your manuscript.
